To graduate from a high school in the Sierra Sands Unified School District a student must successfully 
complete the following minimum requirements.

Minimum College Admission Requirements for Cal State/UC  (A-G) 

 

  A.  2 years of history/social science (including one year of World History; and one year of US History or 
one-half year of US History and one-half year of American Government/Civics) 

  B.  4 years of college prep English 

  C.  3 years of college prep math (must include Algebra CP, Geometry CP, and  Algebra 2 CP ) 

  D.  2 years of a lab science (must include two of the three: Biology, Chemistry, Physics) 

  E.  2 years of the same foreign language 

  F.  1 year of the same fine art such as Art1/2, Drama 1/2, Orchestra, Symphonic Band, Concert 

Choir 

  G.  1 year of college prep elective (usually English, science, math, social studies, fine arts, or foreign 

language that are not used in the above requirements) 

 

All grades for college admission requirements must be a C or better,  a D or F is not recognized for college 

admission. 

SAT Reasoning Test is required for both Cal State and UC. UC may require particular SAT Subject Area Tests 

to demonstrate proficiency in competitive majors.

PSAT (Practice SAT) is recommended Fall of Junior year. PSAT administration occurs on site in the Fall of 

every school year. (Registration for this exam is at Burroughs.)
